d)        Any cat trapped in the said Council trap will be delivered to the Darwin City Council Animal Pound, 

e)       The trap will not be used to capture any protected animals. However, if a protected animal should be 
inadvertently captured, the borrower shall contact the relevant authority; 

f)         I accept the full responsibility for any actions taken by me during the loan of the trap and accept full 
responsibility by indemnifying the Darwin City Council against any actions whatsoever arising from the 
failure at any time by the borrower to observe the above mentioned conditions; and 

g)        Should the trap be returned in a filthy or damaged condition, a fee may be deducted from the refundable 
deposit to cover costs.
