Guidelines effective 1 July 2005
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Enquiries can be taken over the phone or at the Customer Services Centre of the Darwin City
Council (DCC), Harry Chan Avenue. An application form to Display a Banner on Gardens Oval
Banner Site must be completed by the applicant and approved by DCC. Customer Service
Officers are responsible for bookings (telephone: 8930 0556).

General:
. The Banner site is located at the intersection of Knuckey Street and Smith Street and runs
diagonally from the old Woolworths building to Smith Street Mall.
. Maximum banner size per space is 15m x 1m.
. Banner Height must be a minimum of 900mm
. The banner must have a rope threaded through the top and bottom of the banner from one

end to the other. The rope is needed to ensure the banner is correctly secured and does
not fold up, obscuring the message or the banner

. There is a maximum period of 3 weeks hire (possible extension through Council).
. Draft of banner must be submitted for approval
. Sponsor advertising including the name and/or logo must not exceed 25% of the total area

of the banner
Fees and Charges

Hire & Costs to Erect Banner: $405.00 per week
Each Consecutive Week: $205.00 per week

All fees are to be paid at least 10 working days in advance of date that banner is to be displayed.
The booking is not confirmed until the fees are paid and the draft of banner is approved.

Confirmation of Bookings:

Once the application form has been received, a letter, email or fax will be sent confirming all
details and advising that payment must be received by Council at least 10 working days prior to
the date of banner erection. Cancellation during this period will result in the hirer being liable for
charges (Council reserves the right to waive this imposition). The booking is not confirmed until
all fees are paid and a letter of response sent by Council.

The Banner will need to be brought to DCC Customer Service Centre one week prior to the hire
period to arrange refection.

If the banner is single-sided, the hirer should nominate which way they want the banner to face
i.e. towards Darwin Central or towards Raintree Park.
